The City of Greenville Park Reservation


Pursuant to your request to reserve:

· Community Center Pavilion
· Tower Riverside Park
· Veteran’s Park Pavilion
· Pearl Street Park Pavilion
This waiver must be signed and returned to the Greenville Parks and Recreation Department within ten (10) working days of being reserved in your name. The following regulations and any applicable City Parks ordinances and rules will be strictly enforced by the City of Greenville Public Safety Department.

1. Reservations for the park pavilion/gazebo are taken November 1 or anytime thereafter for the following year. Reservations can be made by calling 616.754.8887, Monday through Friday 8:00 am to 5:00 pm. No reservations will be taken before November 1 for the following year.
2. This signed waiver is to be sent along with the applicable fees listed below, within 10 working days of your reservation date. Upon receipt of signed waiver and any applicable fee, a park usage permit will be issued.

3. All cancellations must be made ten (10) days before reservation date. There will be no refunds for cancellations that are made less than the ten- (10) days before the reservation date.
4. City parks are public property and may be occupied by other patrons during the park reservation.  The park permit provides exclusive use of the park pavilion/gazebo only.  Patrons must present the park usage permit to necessary city officials and various park patrons for verification of reservation.   
5. Parks are open daily from sunrise to sundown.

6. No person may drive, operate or park a vehicle within a park except upon a street, path, drive or parking area which is designated for the use of vehicles. 

7. No person shall operate any vehicle in such a manner as to create a noise that is unreasonable and offensive to those using a park or to those who live adjacent to said park. No person may drive a vehicle at a speed that is too fast or unreasonable for the existing conditions in the park. No person shall exceed the posted speed limit in the park, which posted speed limit may be lower than 25 mph for the reason that the park area is to be used for recreational purposes.

8. No person shall start or maintain a fire in any park, except in existing fireplaces and stoves, or stoves and grills provided by park users. All fires shall be extinguished after use. 

9. No person shall bring any animal whether domestic, pet or otherwise into any City park.

10. No person shall drink or have in their possession any intoxicating liquor, beer or wines in any City Park or ball field open to the public between the hours of 10:00 pm and 6:00 am.

11. Loud, disturbing or annoying noise or music is prohibited.

12. Firearms are prohibited on Park property.

13. Camping is not allowed.

14. Destruction or disruption of wild or plant life is prohibited.

15. No person shall mark, deface, disfigure, injure, displace or remove any table, bench, fireplace, railing, pavement, water line or other public utility or appurtenance.

16. No person shall throw, place, deposit or leave any garbage, rubbish, glass, cans, containers, papers or other waste in any public park, playground, or public beach except in containers provided by the City for that purpose. Waste material, other than those resulting from use of the park, may not be deposited in park receptacles.
